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• Aim: determine the effect of environment on 
feeding behaviour and milk yield

• Method: Cows grazed at pasture or housed 
and fed cut pasture in Calan gate barn
– Milk yield
– Visual behaviour observations
– Activity meters
– Feed intakes(actual vs alkanes)



• Cows at pasture spent 

– More time feeding 
– Less time standing and lying

– Same time ruminating as housed cows

– No difference in milk yield between grazing 
and housed cows

– Intakes (by alkanes) were lower in grazing 
cows
