Re-imagining Sociology in 2008

The 2008 TASA conference will provide a forum for re-imagining the contribution of sociology in
engaging with major emerging social issues in a period of rapid global transformation.
Contemporary societal transformations require innovative responses from sociology, in terms of
the theoretical and methodological tools used, and in exploring creative ways to engage actively
with the world. The conference theme is deliberately broad, and we invite papers and abstracts,
and proposals for conference innovations, from all who are interested in contributing to the
process of re-imagining sociology.

Conference Venue
TASA 2008 will be held at The University of Melbourne’s Economics and Commerce Building,
located in leafy Parkville, a short tram ride from the CBD

The legislation establishing the University of Melbourne
was introduced late in 1852 and passed early in 1853,
making the university older than all the universities in
England except Oxford, Cambridge, Durham and
London. The foundation stone was laid in July 1854, and
the first four professors arrived early in 1855. The
University commenced with 16 students and has now
grown to 40,000 students and 6,000 staff. In 2003, the
University of Melbourne celebrated 150 years of
academic excellence and the remarkable individuals that
have been part of the University throughout its history.

The University campus is located a short tram ride from the CBD in leafy Parkville. Its numerous
amenities and state of the art facilities make it an ideal conference location.
